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    Learn about our famous Kona Manta Rays in the world's original PADI Manta Ray Diver Specialty course.  
This program includes two afternoon dives and two night dives on the Kona Coast of Hawaii where manta rays are frequently 
sighted year around.  Based on research done since 1991, this specialty covers information about manta anatomy, feeding,  
cleaning, and reproduction as well as how to identify individuals in the local Kona population.  Conservation guidelines and 
proper diving technique when diving with manta rays is also discussed.  The Manta Ray Diver Specialty certification can count 
towards the Master Scuba Diver rating - the highest non-professional rating in recreational scuba diving.
